UltraMount® 2  

2 Jack stands on the outside 
(HTS™ snowplow only has 1 

jack stand on the driver's side)  

You drive into the

FLEET FLEX System  

Relay System  
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A FLEET FLEX system with an additional 3-pin plug that was added for the 
Chevy/GM Overvolt fix (Service Bulletin SP 840) for 2014 and later GM 
trucks only. If your plow has this electrical system and you are not 
transferring the plow to another 2014 or later GM, you can remove the 3-
pin harness from the plow and see page 9 for our FLEET FLEX system for the 
common truck-side parts.
